Why Is It Necessary To Have A Shaikh?

At present, | intend saying something about lwo spiritual
maladics: Anger and casting evil glances. 1 pray to Allah Ta'ala
te enable me to explain properly, to bless me with His special
help, and to bless the speaker and the listener with sincerity.
What is the meaning of listening with sincerity? It means
listening with the intention of practising. nol to merely utter
exclamations of praise and enjoyment. At the same lime, the
speaker must not seek exclamations of praise; rather he should
seek sighs and mogns, Exclamations of praise will nol benefit, il
is the sighing and moaning [in pain and repentance] that are of
benefit. It is for this reason-that Hakeem-ul-Ummah Mujaddid-
ul-Millah Hazrat Mauldnid Ashral ‘Ali  S&hib Thanwti
mijrimalnillile considered his salvation in “Ah” (sighs and
moans). Hazrat has a poem in this regard:

*Al of what significance were you [addressing himselfj? All this is by
virtue of the kindness and affection of Imdid [HAj ImdAdullah
raliimadiscitt].”

Hakeem-ul-Ummah Thénwi rallimehulléh attributed all his
intelectual and praclical achievements io hi= shaikh, Haik
ImdAdulldh Sahib rliimaludidh. This means that the nujaddid
(reviver) of this era, the author of 1500 books, and the spiritual
mentor of scnior ulemd’ nepates himself and attributes all his
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The greatncss of knowledge and “wlamd’

achievements to his shaikh. It is this very thing, which protects
man from conceitedness, pride and haughtiness. As for the
person who does nol have a shaikh, he attributes everything to
himself by saying: “1 did this, and | did that.” And when there is
this self-conccitedness, man becomes disgraced. It was this
same illness of self-conceit which Satan was suffering from, and
which caused him to say; “I, 1.” Senior and great ‘ulama’ aligned
themselves to a shaikh in order to put an end to this self-
conceitedness. Hislory bears testimony to the fact that many
senior ‘tamd’ who were suns and moons of knowledge selected
a spiritual guide and shaikh to obliterate their nafs.

A person cannot be a mentor unless he himself has a mentor to
guide him. These days, a person qualifies from a madrasal, puls
on his graduation turban, immediately apportions a place for
himself as an imam of a musjid, and assumes the position of
spiritual mentor for those who attend his musjid. Whereas he
himsell did not seek guidance from any mentor. How can a
person who does not have a spiritual guide for himself guide
others? Consequenlly, such people complain that the ‘wlamd’
have no respect. As long as a pesl/dammal remains on the word
maulivi{scholar), he will not attain respect. In other words when
manlwif(scholar) salib becomes muli(radish) sahib, then he will
(literally) have no value like carrols and radish. The word
manlwi means “the person of the mauld” . For example, the word
Lihori refers to a person from Lahore, the word Peshawari
refers to a person from Peshawar, the word Lucknowi refers to
a person from Lucknow, Thercfore, when the maulwi opts for
the companionship of the pious servants of Allah Ta'ala and
becomes the person of the mauld (i.e.One who has Allah Ta'ala
in his heart) by engaging in the remembrance of Allah Ta'ala ,
then - insld Alldh - the public will have no way of disgracing
him. As for those who disgrace and threaten him, Allah Ta'ala
shall threaten and warn such a person. The word As-salim is
one of the attributes of Allah Ta'ala. In his book, Rih-ul-Ma'ani,
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The grecimess w’!ﬂamuquﬂnd'ﬂhmi'
‘Aldmah Alfist rafiimehulléh explains the word As-salfm as

These duys the masses are extremely audacivus against the
autiyi’ of Allal Ta'als and the ulamd’ of Islam. They look at the
clock of the mugfid and if the imaim comes one minuie Jate, they
start speaking out agairist hitn. Théy consider the imam fo bé a
steel spout, which can be opencd and closed whenever they
like. If he is slightly delayed because he had to relieve himself,
they ought o wail for him for five or ten minutes. However, the
masses freat the imam like a slave,

‘ABiamah Jalaluddin Suyel rehinaknllth quotes the following
statement of Rasuhillah {salicllatic alaihe wasallam):

Do not:try. o rectify and reform the ‘demd’ just by reading a
few: Undu books, and do act like & muft, There was a pious
“dlint- who placed his elbows on his knves while he was in

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prostration in salah. Later on, a person came to him and told
him that a Hadith states that one should not place the elbows
on the ground like 2 dog when in prostratdon. Instead, the
clbows should be elevated from the ground. The mauling
asked him: “Are you an “dlin?” He replied: “I amt not an “dlint but
I read this in an Urdu book.” The mauldnd asked him: “Do you
have all the Ahadith in your mind or are you objecting fo my action
nierely om the basis of one Hadith?" The person said: *1 do nof know
all the Addith” The mauland said: “The objection whick wyou
levelled against me actually entails o major sin because you damaged
the howuour of an “lin. When you are an ignorant person, what right
do you have to come and advise me? There arve [wo Sunnahs of
Rasulullnh (sallellaho alaihe wasaliam), one when he was young, and
the other when he was old. When Raswlullall (sallellaho alaihe
wasallam) became old and his body becane heavyy, he used to rest his
elbotos on his knees.”

When you find anything objectionable about an ‘@lim, convey it
to another ‘4lim. When you find anything objectionable about
your father, convey it to your uncle, do not go directly to your
father. Now the situation is snch thal everyone is a mufti.
Muftis of this type are for muff (free), they do not possess
knowledge. A Hadith states:

“The person who fs audacious i isswing fufwd is audacious lo enter
the Hell-fire.”

Such “free” muftis express their views on every issue and say:
“This is my view on this issue.” Today, even a person pushing a
wheel-cart will say: “This is my vicw on this issue.” Ask these
who are intellectually blind if a “view” is acceptable in Islam? Is
Islam something which is based on views? ‘Alldmah Shimi
raliimahullih states in his book of jurisprudence, Kilfib ash-Shémi,
that Rasulullah {sallellaho alaihe wasallam) said that the person

who 15 very audacious in giving a ruling without investigation
is very audacious in entering Hell. You should first consult
books, if you do not understand, go and consult your teachets -
and qualified ‘wlamd’. Go to them like a beggar, not like a
person who I8 going & make objections. Ask them in a
respectful manner: “Hozmf, [ heve a question to ask.™ Ask them as
though you are a student. It 1s-essential for the masses to reduce
themselwes like students when they ask the ‘wimad’.

Removing Some Misconceptions about the
Turban

A non-‘dlim asked Hazrat Thanwt rafuimalndlih: “Wiy don’t you
tié @ furban?” I this person was an lin he would not have
asked such a question, There are some famous statements with
regard o the turban, Some say that if a person pexforms galsh
wilh a terban, the reward is multiplied twenty five times.
‘Others say- that if'a person performs the Jumu’ah saldh with a
turban, the raward is multiplied seventy times. However, the
great H Hadil:h sc]mla:, Mulla “AB Qart ralrarahielldh writes in his

book, . Mﬂudﬁ"ﬁ! K.rtb:r Faips JEL a$ells — these e all baseless and

Jabricated statements. Therefore, those whoe bocome confused
with a little knowledge should net delve into such matters.
Rather, they should refer Lo the source books and senior ‘ulemd”.
Such people may have the intelligence, but there is some heat in
their inteliigence. i in any era, people start ¢considering a non-
obligatory act to be obfigatory, then it becomes obligatory to
give up that act, | personally heard sendor ‘wlond” and elders
saying that there is a Fadith in Buklidri Simrlf which states that
the Sahabah (Radhiallabo anhum) also performed saldh with a

head covering (fopi), and that if a turban 35 also womn, it will be
g:::n-d However, it Eml: perpnissible to consider it obligatory.

E}mclwentmmmkamdsawnmrbanplacedmmapulp:tm
the musjid. Numerous flies were sitting on this turban and it

had many dirt marks on it. Just then the imam came forward to
petforim the saldh. He tied that turban and performed the salah
Upon completing the salah, he I"E‘PIﬂEE.d the' turban on the
pulpit and went away. He wore the turban and performed the
saldh solely out of fear for Lhe mugallis (those offering salsh
behind the imam). In some musjids you see the musalls in
conlrol - it is “ignorance” that is in conlrol. They constantly vex
the poor imam. But if a person aligns himself to an imam who is
a proper ‘dlim, he will leamn the conect ruling. Nevertheless,
this system came to an end in this musjid through one talk of
mine — this is solely through the will of Allah Ta'ala . I said to
them, wear the turban sometimes and do not wear it at other

times so that people do not consider it to be obligatory.

S0 Hakeem-ul-Ummah rafimalmdlih said o the person: “T am
writing Tafstr Bayin al-Que'dn af present and have fo engage in a fof
of research for it, This ciuses n great burden on my mind. [ am
therefore unable to wear the turbon” He then asked the person one
question: “You awe asking me about wearing a turban with sich
emphnsis, why are you nof wearing a lungt (n loin cloth) bearing in
mind that wearing @ lungi 1s also a Sunnahi?” He veplied: “The hungd
gets open and my body becomes exposed.”

It Is Not Sunnah Mu’akkadah to Wear a Lungi

There ara many areas where it is considered essential to wear a
lungf whereas it is sunmai-e-ghayr mu’alkedah (a non-emphasised
Surinah} and sunnni-e-Adiyeh (scrnething done out of habil).
[Towever, one has to be very careful when wearing a fungl: |
have also seen people wearing lungis because we have students
from Bangladesh studying nnder us. One night I saw a student
whose lungi was In one direction while his body was in another
direction. We had an %liin who was a teacher with us and had
qualified from Deoband. He was in the habit of wearing a lungf.
Chice when mosguitoes bit him on hig face, he covered his face
with his lungf. Now tell ine, is it permissible to wear a lungf in

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such a way that one’s private parts become exposed? | therefore
say you may wear a lungi during the day and a pyjama panis at
night so that your private parts do nol become exposed. This is
cspecially so when others are sleeping in the same room, e.g.
when there is a Tablight fjtinid‘or when several students sleep in
the same hostel room.

‘Aliamah Jalaluddin SuyGH raluinwindlih states in Jimi’ Saghir
that you should not sleep naked even if you sleep alone. This is
because the angels feel ashamed and disturbed by this. We
know that it is hewdn (unlawful) to cause discomfort Lo a
Muslim, Causing discomfort 1o angels will be even more ki,

We were alking about the conversation between IHazzat
Thinwi rahimalmlliih and that person who said that he does not
weay a lungf because his body becomes exposed. Hazrat Thanwi
rahimaludidl said: “1 also feel hot and therefore do not wear a trrban.
The person said: “May Allah Ta'ala increase the heat which you are
experiencing.” Some ignorant people are so disrespectful. Hazrat
raftimiakuldlah replied: “May Allah Ta'sln make you more naked.”

It is an Act of Deviation to Consider an
Unnecessary fo be Necessary

Hazrat Thanwi rjinmhullih then explained to him in a calm
and collected manmer that because of a lack of hmvledge.
people begin considering an unnecessary to be necessary. A

person performs the Wfuyjud salih and veads dunid (salutations
upon Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe wasallam) day and night.
However, he holds Lhe belief that if he does not stand and read
the durfid, it will nover be accepted, and if he does not make
sweelmeals on Laylatul Bardah (155 of Sha'ban) he will be
completely deviated from Islam. Such a person is thus
committing excesses in religion and is gone astray because he is
considering an unnecessary to be necessary. Is thexe any Hadith
which states that duriid sharif has to be read while standing?
True lovers like the Sahabah (Radhiallaho anho) never made

sweetmeats on Laylatul Bar@'ah. It is thus not comvect to
consider something unnecessary as necessary.

When you staned before the blessed grave of Rasulullah
(sallellaho alaihe wasallam) and read durid, you do so with a
soft tone. This verse is wrillen at the blessed grave:

iiesedsiSpaluipanhidl

@ 4TSty
O betievers! Do not raise your voices above the voige of the Prophet.”

In other words, do not raise your voices above the voice of My
Prophet (sallellaho alaihe wasallam). Those whom Allak Ta'ala
enabled {o visit Madinah know fully well that durid is not read
with a loud voice over there. Instead, people read the duriid
with a loving tone like that of the buzzing of bees. If they read it
aloud, it is considered disvespectful. Alter rcading the at-
taltyydt in galdh, the method of reading durfid after il, was not
taught by the maulingds but by Rasululiah (sallellaho alaihe
wasallam). Allah Ta'ala taughl Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe
wasallam) how to perform saldh on the night of Mi'rsj
(Ascension). He did not teach him to read the duritd while
standing, but while sitting. 1f Allah Ta'ala liked the dunid to be
read while standing, He would have issucd the order that you
must send salutabdons o My Prophet (sallellaho alaihe
wasallam) while you are standing. But Allah Ta'ala laught him
lo sit and read the dunid, However, these days if you do not
stand and read duriid, it is as though you have committed a
major crime. In actual facl, this displays audaciousness and
disrespect to Allah Ta'ala and Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe
wasallam). It entails considering an unnecessary to be

, and this is a serious deviation. Friends, 1 thevefore
say that love for Allah Ta'ala entails acting according to the
pleasure of Allah Ta'ala and love for Rasulullah (sallellaho
alaihe wasallam) entalis acting on his Sunnah.

Love for Rasulullah (Sallellaho Alaihe
Wasallam) Entails Emulating Rasulullah
{Sallellaho Alaihe Wasallam)

Many people make claims of love for Rasulullah (sallellaha
alaihe wasallam)] but if you were o ask them how many
Sunnahs there are in galah, they do not know. Ask them the
Sunnahs of ablution (wudii’) and they do not know, Whereas if
we live and die on the Sunnah, we will receive salvation. Tell
me, there is a person who claims to love his father, His father
tells hinv: “O my beloved son! I amt ill and [ have a cough. Go and
Irrmg Hig somie me:i:::ms e says: “I am not going to do any work.
But T will keep on repenting; O my father, O niy father!” What will
the father say to him? He will say: “You are repeating [ather,
father, bul you are nof ﬂl:tymg iy fnstructions” In like mannet,
you get some pmple standing and rcading sal®l wa salim
(salutations to Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe wasallam)) with &
loud voice, but when it is time to obey and follow Rasulullah
(sallellakio alailie wasallam), they flee with their tails between
theit legs. They do not perform salsh, they do not fast, they do
not pay zakdh, they do not perform hajj when it becomes
compulsory ‘on them, and they do not abstain from sins. They
will ‘mierely hold a miléd {celebrating the birth of Rasulullah
(sallellaho alashe wasallam)) once a year and think that they
have fulfilled the right of Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe
wasallam). |

A great poet of Iran ¢ame to Delhi on one occasion so all the
people hastened to meet him because he had written a poem in
praise of Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe wasallam). This poem
contained a very loving subject matter. It seemed [rom the
subject matter of this poem that there is no greater lover of
Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe wasallam) than him in the world,
Cm hearing his poem, a pious servant of Allah Ta’ala also went
to meet him. On reaching there, he saw this poet at a barber
who was shaving his beard. The criterion of love is nol the

ave. shaving your begrdl” So he replied in a vety poetic manner

O lovers of Rasulullah (sallellaho alaihe wassllam)l O
you who hope for Rasilulifh's (fallellaho alaihe wasallam)
intércession on the day of Resurvectiont Rasulullah (salteliaho
alaihe wasallam) turns his face away from thosc who shave off
their beards. A person will be resufrected in the condition in
which he died.

wasatiam)-so that 1 conld read this poem on the day of Restirrection”™;

A Hadith states thata person will be resurrected in the mannef
in which he passed away. What reply will you give to
Rasulullah (sallellaho alathe wasallam) on the day of
Resurrection if he were to ask you: “The Sikhy kept beards oit
of love for thetr Gurs Nanak, but you found no shame for my
love? What wrong did you find in iny appearance that caused
yoi not to keey a beard?™ What reply will you give to him? If
Aldlah Ta'ala disliked a beard, He would not have permitted His
Prophets {Alafhimus salaam) to keep beards. All the pious
servants of Allah Ta'ala kept beards.

The Incident between Hazrat Misa (Alaihis
salaam) and the Magicians

All the magicians who had comé to compets against Flazrat
Misd (Alaihiz Salaar) had all -adﬂpbed the dress of Miisi
{Alathis salnam); they had beards, wote long kurichs and had
staffs in their hands. They adopted this appearance so that if-
they were defeated, they Will not be recognized if they have to
flee. They did this as a precantion. However, because their
appearance was like:that of Mitsé (Alaihis salaam), Aliah Ta'ala
liked it and blessed all of themn with imén and they all fell into
prostration. Whereas ‘the intention of &1l was not correct. When
Misd’s (Alathis salaam) snake swallowed all their staffs, they
realized that-this was'not magic. This is because magic entails
enchantrient and mesimerism. The magicians had mesmerized
the people into thinking that their staffs had changed into
snakes but which werk staffs in essence. On thie other hand, the
staff of Misd (Alaihis-salaant} had really changed into a real
snake by the order of Allah Ta'ala. C-:msaqumﬂy, this snake
swillowed all the snikes of thie magicians which were actually
ropes.. The ragléians realized that this was vio magic. Had it
been magic, the staff would not have changed into a real snake,
it would have remained a staff but would have appeared to bea
snake: It is.for this reason I:hat they all fell into- prostration and.

Becatise the ‘people nsed to consider Pharaoh as their lord, the
magicians clarified that they believe in the Lord of Miisi and
Harun {Alaihimas salaam).
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The iméan of Asiyah

Hazrat Misi (Alaihis salaam) said Lo Allah Ta'ala: “O Alldh! 1
endeavonred a lol on Pharaolt and his minister, Hanidn, fo the extent
that 1 perspired a lof, but Youn stll did not bless them with fmdn,
although Pharaoh did uuderstand a litfle of what 1 was saying, On
one occasion, he said to his wife Asiyah (Alaihas salaam) (who
had already accepted iman but could not disclose it): “Showld [
believe in Miisd? He is inpiting.me townrds Allah Ta'ala and saying
to me: ‘O Pharaoh! If you believe, Alleh Ta'ala will bless you with
four birnties:

1. You will always remain healthy and never fall ifl.

2. Your youthfulness will remain forever.

3. You will be blessed with such internal attachment to
Allah Ta'ala that you will give preference te death over
this worldly life.

4. Allah Tw'ala will also bless you with kingdom in the
Hereafter. In other words, Allah Ta'ala will rectify your
afterlife.

On hearing this message of Misd (Alathis salaam) from the
mouth of Pharach, Asiyah (Alathas salaam) said: “Allef Ta'ala is
rentinding you who are a fyrant and a person wio claims divinity. O
tyrant! Why did your gail bladder not burst out of happiness? This i3
no swmall favour Hint the generous Master is reminding o tyrand like
yor, O Pharnoh! My aduvice to you is that you showld not consuit
anyone. Enibrace imétn impmedintely. You ought to have nccepted this
invitation happily there and then. I am astornished thet you did not die
out of happiness. A single head covering (fopi) can cover the blentish
of a bald man. Bui the mercy of Allah Ta'ula wants to cover all your
faults and blemishes.” She repeatedly called out the name of
Allah Ta'ala and began crying profuscly.
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Do Not Consult Unworthy People

Pharaoh then consulted his minister, Haman, and asked him
whether what his wifc was saying was correct or not. He said:
“0 Hémdn! I constautly seek your advice on matlers related lo the
earth; 1 now seek your advice on matters related to the heavens.” It
this wretched soul was a heavenly creation, he could have
given him correcl advice. But he was merely a worn of this
earth!

Mauldnd Ramif raliinahuilih says that when Allah Ta'ala creates
a bird for flying, its mouth points upwards even if its wings
have not developed as yet, cven if it is still a small chick. Its
mouth remains pointing upwards because it has to fly in the
future and it has to become a flying bird. You will see the
hatchlings of a pigeon constantly looking towards the sky even
though they are still wingless and featherless. They constantly
flap their sides because they have to fly in the fulure, On the
other hand; the calves of cows constantly look downwards
because they are not going to fly. In like manner, when Allah
Ta'ala intends to make a person His beloved servani, He
enables him to constantly ponder over the heavens and the
earth, and to refleck over his Creator. Maulini FRimd
rahimallléh says:
